
Setting New Camera Raw Defaults

Over the years I have noticed that there is a certain set of 
adjustments that I make for each photo in Adobe Camera 
Raw. I always tend to adjust the same sliders and through
experience I have found that more often than not they
are the same adjustment settings.

In Camera Raw there is a way to create a new set of defaults
which would enable you to have your favorite settings
applied each time you open up a photo from your camera.



Setting New Camera Raw Defaults

Step One: Open a RAW file in Camera Raw.

Note that the defaults are 
camera based. If you have 
multiple cameras, or get a new 
camera, or have RAW files from 
different cameras, you will have 
to create sets of defaults for each 
camera.
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Step Two: Check Camera Calibration settings.

Camera Matching profiles match 
the camera manufacturers' color 
appearance.
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Step Three: Adjust Basic panel settings.

I find that Clarity and Vibrance are 
two settings I change the most.
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Step Three: Adjust your Tone Curve settings.

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Step Four: Go to Camera Raw flyout menu.

Choose Save New Camera 
Raw Defaults.
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Now you can make any other adjustments.
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The next image you open will automatically have
the new Camera Raw defaults applied.
