A little saturated for
my taste, but very well done. Comes close to, but does become, a cliché. This feels
like an oil painting! Exciting colors and reflections. Nice composition. Crisp,
clear, clean, pretty. Might make a nice panorama. Excellent focus, composition,
exposure and capture of the reflection; but colors seemed over the top.




THIRD PLACE: Robert Mandell
Comments: Would really like to see rest of hammock. I like the way the palm
trees frame the sun, nice colors, make you want to be there. Beautiful
composition, the hammocks create a complete, restful image. Inviting, just feel like
laying in the hammock.
