Sometimes it
seems that no matter how you process an image in Photoshop,
RQ\P‘Q“\ Elements, Lightroom, or any other image editing program, you
always get a darker print than you had on your computer
T;Pg screen. You calibrate your mami, double check Photoshop

printing options, download specific paper profilesothing
seems to correct this problenA gide noteit is absolutely

necessary that you calibrate your monitor. If you do not, you do not have a chance

in printing a correcphoto! For a discussion on Monitor Calibraticick here)

This is one of the most comme@ninting problems, and it is mostly because
todayds monitors ar engvoarrinyagebin a rgodmtthatesr y o u
too dark. Here is an easy fix: duplicate the Background layer by prd3Suajrl -

J (Mac: Command J). At the top of the Layers panel, changeltheer blend

mode to Screenwhich makes everything much brighter. Lower @gacity to

25% and make a test print. When comparing your test print to the image on the

monitor make sure to hide the top layer. If the print is still too dark, set the Opacity
